Summer Meeting – August 4-6, 2005

Goals:
1. To have a revised set of lesson plans that you are committed to teach during the 2005-06 academic year.

2. To come to a better understanding of yourself as a novice teacher, what you are learning and still need to learn, and to better understand how your students come to understand science ideas and engage in inquiry.
You have a great deal to accomplish at this meeting and a short time in which to do so. Please keep the meeting schedule in mind and plan your work accordingly. You have several different resources at your disposal during the meeting. Denise (Chemistry) and Jim (Physics) are experienced teachers, as are Paul and Angelo, all of whom will be available throughout the meeting. Roseanne Rostock and Rachel will be working with the other cohorts, but will be happy to talk with you during meals and breaks.  We are here to help. Additionally, you have books and internet resources available to you that you should use as you work. 
At the end of the summer meeting, your team should give Nicole:

· A revised plan with supplementary materials (e.g., a copy of a handout or grading rubric.) 
· An estimate of when you plan to teach the lessons (e.g. late fall, early spring).
· At least five probing questions that you will use while teaching the instructional sequence. 
· Notes on what areas of your plan include inquiry elements, what they are and why you’re using them.
· Notes on how you address improved student understanding through your instructional sequence.
· A copy of the assessment(s) you’ll use for the unit that includes your instructional sequence or else notes on the assessment you will include for this sequence.
· A description of the materials you will be using for lesson study in future meetings.  At minimum, you should plan to collect and bring the following:
1. Videotape from one class.

2. Samples of student work from two students, one who engaged in the lesson in the way you expected, and one who did not.

3. Written reflections from each day of your instructional sequence. 

Please keep in mind that identifying information about the students MUST be removed from all student work.  Also, schools have varying requirements with regards to videotaping students.  Plan accordingly to ensure you have the necessary permissions well in advance of when you intend to teach
